Domestic Abuse Harms Children

Are you concerned that a child you know is being exposed to domestic abuse (domestic violence)? 

If you are a friend, relative or neighbour offer support to the non-abusing parent – 

1. tell them about GDVSAP, encourage them to go to www.gdvsap.org.uk or telephone the confidential 24 hour help line, 01452 500115.

2. If you are very concerned ring the children and families help desk on 01452 42 6565 (or tell someone you know who can help, a school teacher or health visitor).

3. In an emergency phone 999

If you are a professional you should –

1. Log a child welfare concern.

2. Carry out a Common Assessment. 

3. If serious enough make a referral to the children and families help desk on 01452 426565.

In all cases care must be taken to ensure the abuser is not aware of the advice being given or the action take for fear of increasing risks to the victims.
